Corect Skate Lacing:

Comrect lacing of skates is important to the owerall enjoyment of the
sport. Once the foot is inserted into the boot with the heel snug n
the heel “cup”™ begin lacing the skate from the toe io the ankle. Do
not pull the laces too fight in this area. Mext is the most important
part. Tighten the laces the most where the foot and the ankle bend.
Give a pood tug and pull hard. Mext lace around the hooks. You
should not pull too hard in this area n order to leave some room for
the ankle to bend.

Finish with a secure bow and tuck the loops nside the top of the
boot to prevent the blade from catching the lace and to keep the top
